Underground Tank Procedures & Excavation Guidelines
Sharp Propane follows strict installation procedures for underground tank placement 
and system installation to ensure the long-term safety and efficiency of the propane 
system and to improve physical aesthetics for homeowners.

Underground Tank Installation Procedures

 1. Tanks are set on a 6” base layer of coarse sand to protect the tank as    
  it settles.
 2. Tanks are buried with sufficient dome exposure to discourage water   
  seepage without detracting from the landscaping.
 3. Soil around the dome will be graded away from the dome to allow for 
  safe drainage.
 4. Polyethylene piping is installed as the preferred material for first stage   
  vapor service lines connecting the tank to the home.
 5. Cathodic protection is installed to protect the integrity of the tank’s   
  exterior surface.
